Explanation of Operator and Delegated Authority
According to the VSMP regulations (9VAC25-870-10) and the explanation given in the instructions for completing the registration statement, the term "Operator", in the context of construction activity, means a person associated with the construction project that meets either of the two following criteria:

(i)
The person has direct operational control over construction plans and specifications, including the ability to make modifications to those plans and specifications; or

(ii)
The person has day-to-day operations control of those activities at a project that are necessary to ensure compliance with at SWPPP or other state permit or VSMP authority permit conditions  (i.e. - they are authorized to direct workers at the site to carry out activities required by the SWPPP or comply with other permit conditions.)

The entities that are considered operators will commonly consist of the owner or developer of a project (the party with control of project plans and specifications) or the general contractor (the party with day to day operational control of the activities at the project site which are necessary to ensure compliance with the General Construction Permit (GCP)).

Note that the operator bears the responsibility and is accountable for complying with the conditions of the GCP for his project.  He is responsible for ensuring all measures for protecting the environment are adequate, in place, and functioning properly.  He is responsible for having qualified personnel on the project who can adequately manage environmental controls.  He is responsible for ensuring inspections required by the GCP are performed and signs all inspection reports.  He approves all modifications and corrective measures for protecting the environment.

The Delegated Authority is a person that the Operator can appoint to serve as his representative on the project site.  Though the Delegated Authority will execute some of the duties of the Operator, the Operator remains fully responsible for compliance with the GCP.  Tab 1 includes a form for the Operator to complete to designate his Delegated Authority.  It also includes an additional form for the Operator to complete if the Delegated Authority is changed.  This should be completed and given to Goochland County prior to the new Delegated Authority assuming responsibility.

It is noted that no project should have more than one Operator at a time. Also note for activities where the operator changes, the new operator must submit a complete and accurate registration statement or transfer agreement form (tab 13) to Goochland County prior to commencing work on-site or assuming operational control of on-going work.  (See 9VAC25-880-50.A.3).

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INTRODUCTION
This Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) has been developed as a requirement of the General VPDES Permit for Discharges of Stormwater from Construction Activities, as defined in 9VAC25-880 (a copy of the permit is included under tab 14).  This permit is also referred to as the General Construction Permit (GCP), and has the General Permit Number VAR10.

The purpose of this SWPPP is to:

1) Identify potential sources of pollution that may reasonably be expected to affect the quality of stormwater discharges from the construction site, and

2) To describe and ensure the implementation of practices that will be used to reduce pollutants in stormwater discharges from the construction site and to assure compliance with the conditions of the Permit.

The GCP authorizes the discharge of stormwater from construction activities until the expiration date. The GCP also authorizes the discharge of stormwater from offsite support activities, provided that certain conditions are met as outlined in Part I A. 2 of the GCP.  Certain non-stormwater discharges are also authorized and are described in Part I E of the GCP.
The GCP has a fixed term of 5 years from the effective date of July 1, 2014 and permit coverage is required for all VSMP land-disturbing activities as described in Chapter 5, Article I (Stormwater Management) in the Goochland County Code of Ordinances.  (VSMP land disturbing activities are also defined in the Virginia Stormwater Management Act - see Code of Virginia 62.1-44:15:24 and 15:34). 
Implementation of the components of this SWPPP is required as a condition of the GCP.

Once coverage under the GCP is granted for the project, coverage must be maintained, modified, transferred, and terminated in accordance with the requirements in the County Code and State laws and regulations.

NOTE:  The contents of this binder ("SWPPP binder") coupled with the approved construction plans (site plans) for the project, constitute the SWPPP for the project.  This binder addresses SWPPP items not typically included with a plan of construction, and is an aid in fulfilling GCP requirements for inspection and project documentation.  When filling out information in this binder yellow highlighted areas are for required information for permit approval and blue highlighted areas are for modifications after approval.

It is strongly suggested that all parties responsible for compliance with the General Construction Permit VAR10 review the permit and be familiar with its requirements.  A copy of the permit is included in Tab 14 of this binder.

Instructions for Completing the Registration Statement
General VPDES Permit for Discharges of Stormwater from Construction Activities (VAR10)

GENERAL

A. Coverage Under this General Permit.

Any operator applying for coverage under this general permit who is required to submit a Registration Statement (see Section B below) must submit a complete Registration Statement to the Goochland County. The Registration Statement serves as a Notice of Intent for coverage under the General VPDES Permit for Discharges of Stormwater from Construction Activities (VAR10).

B. Single-family Detached Residential Structures.

Operators with an existing stormwater discharge or proposing a new stormwater discharge associated with the construction of a single family detached residential structure are not required to submit a Registration Statement or the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) portion of the general permit fee.

Operators of these types of discharges are authorized to discharge under this general permit immediately upon the general permit's effective date of July 1, 2014.

C. To Apply for Permit Coverage.

1. New Construction Activities. Any operator proposing a new stormwater discharge from construction activities shall submit a complete Registration Statement to the Goochland County prior to the commencement of land disturbance, unless exempted by Section B above. Any operator proposing a new stormwater discharge from construction activities in response to a public emergency where the related work requires immediate authorization to avoid imminent endangerment to human health or the environment is immediately authorized to discharge under this general permit and must submit a complete Registration Statement to the Goochland County no later than 30 days after commencing land disturbance; documentation to substantiate the occurrence of the public emergency must accompany the Registration Statement.

2. Existing Construction Activities. Any operator that was authorized to discharge under the general permit issued in 2009, and who intends to continue coverage under this general permit, shall submit a complete Registration Statement to the Department on or before June 1, 2014, unless exempted by Section B above.

LINE-BY-LINE INSTRUCTIONS

Item 1: Construction Activity Operator Information.

"Operator" means the owner or operator of any facility or activity subject to the Stormwater Management Act and regulations. In the context of stormwater associated with a large or small construction activity, operator means any person associated with a construction project that meets either of the following two criteria: (i) the person has direct operational control over construction plans and specifications, including the ability to make modifications to those plans and specifications or (ii) the person has day-to-day operational control of those activities at a project that are necessary to ensure compliance with a stormwater pollution prevention plan for the site or other state permit or VSMP authority permit conditions (i.e., they are authorized to direct workers at a site to carry out activities required by the stormwater pollution prevention plan or comply with other permit conditions).

The entities that are considered operators will commonly consist of the owner or developer of a project (the party with control of project plans and specifications) or the general contractor (the party with day to day operational control of the activities at the project site which are necessary to ensure compliance with the general permit).

Provide the legal name (do not use a colloquial name), contact, mailing address, telephone number, and email address (if available) of the construction activity operator; general permit coverage will be issued to this operator. Indicate if the County may transmit general permit correspondence electronically.

Item 2: Existing General Permit Registration Number.

For reapplications only, provide the existing general permit registration number for the construction activity. This item does not need to be completed for new construction activities applying for general permit coverage.
Item 3: Name and Location of the Construction Activity Information.

Provide the official name, street address (if available) of the construction activity. Also, provide the latitude and longitude in decimal degrees of the approximate center of the construction activity (e.g., N 37.5000, W 77.5000).

Name and Location of Off-site Support Activity Information.

This general permit also authorizes stormwater discharges from support activities (e.g., concrete or asphalt batch plants, equipment staging yards, material storage areas, excavated material disposal areas, borrow areas) located on-site or off-site provided that (i) the support activity is directly related to a construction activity that is required to have general permit coverage; (ii) the support activity is not a commercial operation, nor does it serve multiple unrelated construction activities by different operators; (iii) the support activity does not operate beyond the completion of the construction activity it supports; (iv) the support activity is identified in the registration statement at the time of general permit coverage; (v) appropriate control measures are identified in a SWPPP and implemented to address the discharges from the support activity areas; and (vi) all applicable state, federal, and local approvals are obtained for the support activity.

Provide the official name, street address (if available), of all off-site support activities to be covered under this general permit. Also, provide the latitude and longitude in decimal degrees of the approximate center of the off-site support activities (e.g., N 37.5000, W 77.5000). Also, if an off-site support activity is going to be covered under this general permit the total land area of the off-site support activity and the estimated area to be disturbed by the off-site support activity need to be included in Item #9.

Item 4: Status of the Construction Activity.

Indicate the appropriate status (Federal, State, Public, or Private) of the construction activity.

Item 5: Nature of the Construction Activity.

Provide a brief description of the construction activity, such as commercial, residential, agricultural, oil and gas, etc. This list is not all inclusive.

Item 6: Receiving Waters(s) and HUC Information.

Provide the name of the receiving water(s) and corresponding HUC for all stormwater discharges including any stormwater discharges from off-site support activities to be covered under this general permit. Hydrologic Unit Code or HUC is a watershed unit established in the most recent version of Virginia's 6th order national watershed boundary dataset.

Item 7: MS4 Information.

If stormwater is discharged through a municipal separate storm sewer system (MS4), provide the name of the MS4 operator. The name of the MS4 operator is generally the Town, City, County, Institute or Federal facility where the construction activity is located.

Item 8: Construction Activity Start and Completion Date Information.

Provide the estimated start date (month/day/year) of the construction activity. Provide the estimated completion date (month/day/year) of the construction activity.

Item 9: Construction Activity Area Information.

Provide the total area (to the nearest one-hundredth acre) of the development (i.e.., the total acreage of the larger common plan of development or sale). Include the total acreage of any off-site support activity to be covered under this general permit.

Provide the estimated area (to the nearest one-hundredth acre) to be disturbed by the construction activity. Include the estimated area of land disturbance that will occur at any off-site support activity to be covered under this general permit.

Item 10: Common Plan of Development or Sale Information.

Indicate if the area to be disturbed by the construction activity is part of a larger common plan of development or sale. Larger common plan of development or sale is defined as a contiguous area where separate and distinct construction may be taking place at different times on different schedules. Plan is broadly defined as any announcement or documentation, including a sign, public notice or hearing, sales pitch, advertisement, drawing, permit application, zoning request, etc., or physical demarcation such as boundary signs, lot stakes, or surveyor markings indicating that construction activities may occur.

Item 11: Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP).

A Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) must be prepared in accordance with the requirements of the General VPDES Permit for Discharges of Stormwater from Construction Activities (VAR10) prior to submitting this Registration Statement. By signing this Registration Statement the operator is certifying that the SWPPP has been prepared.

Item 12: Certification.

A properly authorized individual associated with the operator identified in Item 1 of the Registration Statement is responsible for certifying and signing the Registration Statement. Please sign the Registration Statement in INK.
State statutes provide for severe penalties for submitting false information on the Registration Statement. State regulations require that the Registration Statement be signed as follows:

a. For a corporation: by a responsible corporate officer. For the purpose of this part, a responsible corporate officer means:

(i) A president, secretary, treasurer, or vice-president of the corporation in charge of a principal business function, or any other person who performs similar policy-making or decision-making functions for the corporation, or

(ii) the manager of one or more manufacturing, production, or operating facilities, provided the manager is authorized to make management decisions that govern the operation of the regulated facility including having the explicit or implicit duty of making major capital investment recommendations, and initiating and directing other comprehensive measures to assure long-term compliance with environmental laws and regulations; the manager can ensure that the necessary systems are established or actions taken to gather complete and accurate information for permit application requirements; and where authority to sign documents has been

assigned or delegated to the manager in accordance with corporate procedures.

b. For a partnership or sole proprietorship: by a general partner or the proprietor, respectively.

c. For a municipality, state, federal, or other public agency: by either a principal executive officer or ranking elected official. For purposes of this part, a principal executive officer of a public agency includes:

(i) The chief executive officer of the agency, or

(ii) A senior executive officer having responsibility for the overall operations of a principal geographic unit of the agency.

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SWPPP COMPONENT PLANS

In accordance with Part II of the General Construction Permit, the following plans have been prepared:

Erosion and Sediment Control Plan

An Erosion and Sediment Control (ESC) Plan was developed as a required component of the SWPPP and was approved as authorized by the Virginia Erosion and Sediment Control Regulations (9VAC25-840).  The ESC Plan is included in the construction plans for the project.  When properly implemented, the approved ESC plan has been determined to adequately address the following effluent limit guidelines:

1. Controls the volume and velocity of stormwater runoff within the site to minimize soil erosion;

2. Controls stormwater discharges, including peak flow rates and total stormwater volume, to minimize erosion at outlets and to minimize downstream channel and stream bank erosion;

3. Minimizes the amount of soil exposed during the construction activity;

4. Minimizes the disturbance of steep slopes;

5. Minimizes sediment discharges from the site in a manner that addresses (i) the amount, frequency, intensity, and duration of precipitation, (ii)the nature of resulting stormwater runoff, and (iii) soil characteristics, including the range of soil particle sizes present on the site;

6. Provides and maintains natural buffers around surface waters, directs stormwater to vegetated areas to increase sediment removal, and maximized infiltration, unless infeasible;

7. Minimizes soil compaction and, unless infeasible, preserves topsoil;

8. Ensures that stabilization of disturbed areas will be initiated immediately whenever any clearing, grading, or excavating, or other land-disturbing activities have permanently ceased on any portion of the site, or temporarily ceased on any portion of the site and will not resume for a period exceeding 14 days;

9. Utilizes outlet structures that withdraw stormwater from the surface (i.e., above the permanent pool or wet storage water surface elevation), unless infeasible, when discharging from sediment basins or sediment traps.

Stormwater Management Plan

A Stormwater Management Plan (SWM) plan was developed as a required component of the SWPPP and was approved as authorized by the Virginia Stormwater Management Program Regulations (9VAC25-870).  It is included in the construction plans and supporting documents for the project.
Pollution Prevention Plan

A Pollution Prevention Plan sheet has been provided in the construction plans as a required component of the SWPPP and addresses many of the required elements of the Pollution Prevention Plan as required by the GCP and Section 5-5 of the Goochland County Code of Ordinances.  Other required elements and individuals responsible for implementing and maintaining the control measures identified in the Pollution Prevention Plan are listed within this tab section.

Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) Requirements
All projects requiring coverage under the GCP are subject to the following requirements associated with discharges to impaired waters, surface waters with an applicable TMDL wasteload allocation established and approved prior to the term of this GCP, or exceptional waters:

1. Identify the impaired water(s), approved TMDL(s), pollutants of concern, and exceptional waters identified in 9VAC25-260-30.A.3.c, when applicable;

2. Provide clear direction that:

a. Permanent or temporary soil stabilization shall be applied to denuded areas within seven days after final grade is reached on any portion of the site;

b. Nutrients shall be applied in accordance with manufacturer’s recommendations or an approved nutrient management plan and shall not be applied during rainfall events; and

c. A modified inspection schedule shall be implemented in accordance with Part I B.4 or Part I B.5 of the GCP.

These requirements are addressed on the Pollution Prevention Plan sheet and at the end of this tab section.

Prevent the discharge of soaps, detergents, solvents, and wash water from construction materials, including the cleanup of stucco, paint, form release oils, and curing compounds (e.g., providing (i) cover (e.g., plastic sheeting or temporary roofs) to prevent contact with stormwater; (ii) collection and proper disposal in a manner to contact with stormwater; and (iii) a similarly effective means designed to prevent discharge of these pollutants;

d. Minimize the discharge of pollutants from equipment and vehicle washing, wheel wash water, and other types of washing (e.g., locating activities away from surface waters and stormwater inlets or conveyance and directing wash waters to sediment basins/traps, using filtration devices such as filter bags or sand filters or using similarly effective controls);
e. Direct concrete wash water into a leak-proof container or leak-proof settling basin.  The container or basin must be designed so that no overflows can occur due to inadequate sizing or precipitation.  Hardened concrete wastes must be removed and disposed of in a manner consistent with the handling of other construction wastes.  Liquid concrete wastes must be removed and disposed of in a manner consistent with the handling of other construction wash waters and shall not be discharged to surface waters;

f. Minimize the discharge of pollutants from storage, handling, and disposal of construction products, materials, and wastes, including (i) building products such as asphalt sealants, copper flashing, roofing materials, adhesives, concrete admixtures; (ii) pesticides, herbicides, insecticides, fertilizers, and landscape materials; and (iii) construction and domestic wastes such as packaging materials, scrap construction materials, masonry products, timber, pipe and electrical cuttings, plastics, styrofoam, concrete, and other trash or building materials;

g. Prevent discharges of fuels, oils, and other petroleum products, hazardous or toxic waste, and sanitary wastes; and

h. Address any other discharges from potential pollutant generating activity not addressed above.

AMENDMENTS, MODIFICATIONS AND UPDATES
In accordance with Part II B of General Construction Permit: 

1. 
The operator or his delegated authority shall amend the SWPPP whenever there is a change in the design, construction, operation, or maintenance that has a significant effect on the discharge of pollutants to surface waters and that has not been previously addressed in the SWPPP. 

2. 
The SWPPP must be amended if, during inspections or investigations by the operator's qualified personnel, or by local, state, or federal officials, it is determined that the existing control measures are ineffective in minimizing pollutants in discharges from the construction activity. Revisions to the SWPPP shall include additional or modified control measures designed and implemented to correct problems identified. If approval by the VESCP authority, VSMP authority, or department is necessary for the control measure, revisions to the SWPPP shall be completed no later than seven calendar days following approval. Implementation of these additional of modified control measures must be accomplished as described in Part II G of the GCP. 

3. 
The SWPPP must clearly identify the contractor(s) that will implement and maintain each control measure identified in the SWPPP. The SWPPP shall be amended to identify any new contractor that will implement and maintain a control measure. 

4.
The operator or his delegated authority shall update the SWPPP no later than seven days following any modification to its implementation. All modifications or updates to the SWPPP shall be noted and shall include the following items; 

a. 
A record of dates when: 

(1) Major grading activities occur; 

(2) Construction activities temporarily or permanently cease on a portion of the site; and 

(3) Stabilization measures are initiated. 

b. 
Documentation of replaced or modified controls where periodic inspections or other information have indicated that the controls have been used inappropriately or incorrectly and where modified as soon as possible; 

c. 
Areas that have reached final stabilization and where no further SWPPP inspection requirements apply; 

d. 
All properties that are no longer under the legal control of the operator and the dates on which the operator no longer had legal control over each property; 

e. 
The date of any prohibited discharges, the discharge volume released, and what actions were taken to minimize the impact of the release; 

f. 
Measures taken to prevent the reoccurrence of any prohibited discharge; and 

g. 
Measures taken to address any evidence identified as a result of an inspection.
5. 
Amendments, modifications, or updates to the SWPPP shall be signed by the operator or the delegated authority listed in Tab 1 of the SWPPP.  (Refer to the GCP, Part 3, Section K for Signatory requirements.)

PUBLIC NOTICE, AVAILABLITY AND IMPLEMENTATION OF THE SWPPP
In accordance with Part II C of the General Construction Permit:

Upon commencement of land disturbance, the operator shall post conspicuously a copy of the notice of coverage letter near the main entrance of the construction activity.  For linear projects, the operator shall post the notice of coverage letter at a publically accessible location near an active part of the construction project.  The operator shall maintain the posted information until termination of General Construction Permit coverage.

In accordance with Part II D of the General Construction Permit:

Operators with day-to-day operational control over SWPPP implementation shall have a copy of the SWPPP available at a central location on-site for use by those identified as having responsibilities under the SWPPP whenever they are on the construction site.
The operator shall make the SWPPP and all amendments, modifications, and updates available upon request to the department, the VSMP authority, the EPA, the VESCP authority, local government officials, or the operator of a municipal separate storm sewer system receiving discharges from the construction activity. If an on-site location is unavailable to store the SWPPP when no personnel are present, notice of the SWPPP's location must be posted near the main entrance of the construction site.

The operator shall make the SWPPP available for public review in an electronic format or in hard copy. Information for public access to the SWPPP shall be posted and maintained in accordance with Part II C. If not provided electronically, public access to the SWPPP may be arranged upon request at a time and at a publicly accessible location convenient to the operator or his designee but shall be no less than once per month and shall be during normal business hours. Information not required to be contained within the SWPPP by the GCP is not required to be released. 

In accordance with Part II E of the GCP:

The operator shall implement the SWPPP and subsequent amendments, modifications, and updates from commencement of land disturbance until termination of GCP coverage.

All control measures must be properly maintained in effective operating condition in accordance with good engineering practices and, where applicable, manufacturer specifications. If a site inspection identifies a control measure that is not operating effectively, corrective action(s) shall be completed as soon as practicable, but no later than seven days after discovery or a longer period as established by the VSMP authority, to maintain the continued effectiveness of the control measures.

If site inspections identify an existing control measure that needs to be modified or if an additional control measure is necessary for any reason, implementation shall be completed prior to the next anticipated measurable storm event. If implementation prior to the next anticipated measurable storm event is impracticable, then alternative control measures shall be implemented as soon as practicable, but no later than seven days after discovery or a longer period as established by the VSMP authority.

SWPPP INSPECTIONS
In accordance with Part I B.4.d and Part II F of the General Construction Permit: 

1. Qualified Personnel are responsible for on-site and off-site inspections. Inspections required by the GCP shall be conducted by the qualified personnel identified by the operator in the SWPPP. The operator is responsible for ensuring that the qualified personnel conduct the inspection and for signing the inspection reports.

2. Inspection Schedule:
a. Inspections shall be conducted at a frequency of (i) at least once every five business days or (ii) at least once every 10 business days and no later than 48 hours following a measurable storm event. In the event that a measurable storm event occurs when there are more than 48 hours between business days, the inspection shall be conducted on the next business day.

For sites with TMDL requirements (as identified in Tab 7) Inspections shall be conducted at a frequency of (i) at least once every four business days or (ii) at least once every five business days and no later than 48 hours following a measurable storm event. In the event that a measurable storm event occurs when there are more than 48 hours between business days, the inspection shall be conducted on the next business day.
c. A measurable storm event is defined in the regulations as 0.25" of rain (quarter inch) or greater in a 24 hour period.  (9VAC25-880-1)

CORRECTIVE ACTIONS
In accordance with Part II F.4 of the General Construction Permit, documentation of any corrective actions taken must be retained by the operator as part of the SWPPP for at least three years from the date that general permit coverage expires or is terminated.

In accordance with Part II G of the GCP:

The operator shall implement the corrective action(s) identified as a result of an inspection as soon as practicable but no later than seven days after discovery or a longer period as approved by the VSMP authority. If approval of a corrective action by a regulatory authority (e.g., VSMP authority, VESCP authority, or the department) is necessary, additional control measures shall be implemented to minimize pollutants in stormwater discharges until such approvals can be obtained.

GENERAL CONSTRUCTION PERMIT COVERAGE TERMINATION
In accordance with Part I F of the General Construction Permit:

The operator of the construction activity shall submit a notice of termination in accordance with 9VAC25-880-60 to the VSMP authority after one or more of the following conditions have been met:

a. Necessary permanent control measures included in the SWPPP for the site are in place and functioning effectively and final stabilization has been achieved on all portions of the site for which the operator is responsible. When applicable, as builit drawings shall be submitted and long-term responsibility and maintenance requirements shall be recorded in the local land records prior to the submission of a notice of termination  (note that it is Goochland policy to have such agreements executed and recorded at the time of initial plan approval.).
b. Another operator has assumed control over all areas of the site that have not been finally stabilized and obtained coverage for the ongoing discharge;

c. Coverage under an alternative VPDES or state permit has been obtained; or

d. For residential construction only, temporary soil stabilization has been completed and the residence has been transferred to the homeowner.

The notice of termination should be submitted no later than 30 days after one of the above conditions in subdivision 1 of this subsection are met. Authorization to discharge terminates at midnight on the date that the notice of termination is submitted for the conditions set forth in subdivisions 1 b through 1 d of this subsection. Termination of authorizations to discharge for the conditions set forth in subdivision 1 a of this subsection shall be effective upon notification from the department that the provisions of subdivision 1 a of this subsection have been met or 60 days after submittal of the notice of termination, whichever occurs first.

The notice of termination shall be signed in accordance with Part III K of the GCP.

Stormwater Management Facilities “As-Built” Certification

The below procedures shall apply to all projects that have installed a permanent stormwater management facility (SWM Facility) that is covered by a stormwater management agreement. 

In accordance with 9VAC25-870-55 and 108, a construction record drawing ('as-built") must be prepared for each permanent Stormwater Management Facility (SWM Facility) and submitted to Goochland County (VSMP Authority) for review and approval.   Both approval of the construction of the SWM Facility and approval of the construction record drawing by Goochland County are conditions for release of the Erosion and Sediment Control Bond and approval of the final Notice of Termination for the project.

The construction record drawing must:

1. Accurately depict as-built details such as, but not limited to, inverts, lengths, depths, material types and sizes, grading, and the location of all required components.

2. Include a statement certifying that the SWM Facility was constructed in accordance with the approved Plan of Construction and related specifications (BMP Clearinghouse, Virginia Stormwater Management Handbook, manufacturer's specifications, as applicable).

3. Be signed and sealed a person who is licensed in Virginia as a Professional Engineer, Architect, Landscape Architect, or Land Surveyor.  (Manufactured or Proprietary SWM Facilities, if approved for installation by Goochland County, will additionally need a letter from the manufacturer's representative certifying that the facility has been designed and installed in accordance with manufacturer's specifications.)

4. Be provided to Goochland County both as a plan sheet and in electronic form (both pdf format and an Autocad compatible file suitable for incorporation into the County's geographic information system, with coordinates referenced to the State Plan VA South NAD83 and minimum of 3 GPS coordinates). 
Stormwater Management Facilities Maintenance Responsibilities
In accordance with the Inspection and Maintenance of Stormwater Management Facilities Agreement entered into by the Owner/Developer of the property as a condition of Plan approval, the Owner/Developer shall maintain each SWM Facility as shown on the Plan in good condition and working order.

The Owner/Developer shall conduct annual inspections of each SWM Facility and at a minimum follow inspection and maintenance recommendations  as provided in the Virginia Department of Environmental Quality (VDEQ) Stormwater Design Specifications (available at the Virginia Stormwater BMP Clearinghouse Website).  This is to ensure that each SWM Facility remains in proper working condition in accordance with approved design standards and applicable legal requirements. These inspections may be conducted by the Owner/Developer or his/her representative. The Owner/Developer shall be responsible for addressing any maintenance needs identified during these inspections. These inspections and any associated maintenance activities should be documented and copies of these documents should kept by the owner and available for review upon request by the County.

At least once every five years, the Owner/Developer shall provide inspections of each SWM Facility that are conducted or supervised by a person who is licensed in Virginia as a Professional Engineer, Architect, Landscape Architect, or Land Surveyor pursuant to Section 54.1-400 et. seq. of the Code of Virginia; and such inspections shall bear the professional seal of the individual responsible for the inspection.  This is to ensure that each SWM Facility has been maintained in proper working condition in accordance with approved design standards and applicable legal requirements.  The Owner/Developer shall be responsible for addressing any maintenance needs identified during these inspections.  These inspections and any associated maintenance activities shall be documented and copies of these documents shall be submitted to the County within 30 days of the date of the inspection.  [Alternately, the inspections can be conducted by a person who holds a valid Stormwater Inspector or Stormwater Combined Administrator certificate of competence (or applicable Dual Certification) from the Virginia State Water Control Board, in which case such inspections shall include the Certificate Number and Expiration Date for the certificate of competence.]

Item 1: Construction Activity Operator Information.

Provide the legal name (do not use a colloquial name), contact, mailing address, telephone number, and email address (if available) of the construction activity operator that was issued general permit coverage.

Item 2: Name and Location of the Construction Activity Information.

Provide the official name, street address (if available), city or county (if not located within a City) of the construction activity. Also, provide the latitude and longitude in decimal degrees of the approximate center of the construction activity (e.g., N 37.5000, W 77.5000).
